No paper will be accepted unless it fully complies with the full-paper template and given instructions.
Abstract Submission
· Electronic submissions only

· All the abstracts will be reviewed by the Scientific Paper Review Committee and authors of accepted abstracts will be invited to submit full papers through the below link. 
· Abstracts (one page abstract, typed, single-spaced and maximum 500 words) should be submitted for review and selection. 
· Abstracts should be typed in MS WORD format, single-spaced with indicated margins (top / bottom 2.54 cm and right / left 3.17cm). 
· The abstracts should summarize the key points of the paper (purpose, methodology, findings and conclusion) and with a maximum of 5 keywords that define the subject matter. 
· Authors should write their name and indicate their affiliation (e.g. university name, country) within the abstract. 
· The paper is reviewed based on the quality of the abstract. Thus, ensure a complete abstract is submitted. 
· Once the abstract is accepted, at least one of the authors must register and present the paper at the Conference. Usually, however, only the lead author (first name or correspondent author) will be contacted

· The title of the paper using 16-point Times New Roman font and bold.
· Authors and their affiliation using 14-point Times New Roman font.
· Headings using 14-point Times New Roman font and bold.
· Manuscripts and keywords using 12-point Times New Roman font.
Full Paper Submission 
· Electronic submissions only

· All contributions should follow the format and style described in the Publication Manual of the American Psychological Association (APA, 5th edition).
· All manuscripts should be typed in MS WORD format, single-spaced with indicated margins (top / bottom 2.54 cm and right / left 3.17cm) and using 12-point Times New Roman font. 
· Including everything, manuscripts should be no longer than 5,000 words.
· Camera ready versions of the accepted papers will be distributed to all the conference delegates via CD-ROM (with ISBN) or USB drive.
· Best papers will be competitively selected and authors will be acknowledged with a plaque and certificate.
· Articles previously published, those under consideration by another conference or journals, and those with a pre-existing copyright may not be submitted for review and consideration.
· Font

· Headings are using 12-point Times New Roman font and centre justified.
· Everything is conforming to Times New Roman 12 pt font, single spacing and full justification.

· American English spellings are used in all sections except references.
· All in-text citations are included in the reference list; all references have in-text citations
· Page number is embedded in the manuscript, at the bottom and centre justified.
